MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING
Wednesday, January 2, 2013

The regular meeting of the Berryville Architectural Review Board was held on Wednesday, January 2,
2013 at 12:00 p.m. in the Berryville — Clarke County Government Center located at 101 Chalmers Court
in Berryville, Virginia,

Ms. Dunkle called the meeting to order at 12:03 p.m.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS
Mrs. Cooper made the motion to retain Jim Barb as Chairman, Mr. Livingston as Vice Chair and Ms.
Dunkle as Recording Secretary. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Ms. Dunkle turned the meeting over to Chairman Barb.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mer. Livingston moved to approve the agenda as written, seconded by Mrs. Cooper. The motion passed

unanimously by voice vote.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
M. Livingston moved to approve the minutes of the November 7, 2012 meeting as written, seconded by
Mirs. Cooper. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Sign Review
Candice Kobetz, Owner, is requesting a Certificate of Appropriateness for a portable
freestanding sign at her business (All Season Consignment and Rider’s Closet) located at 112
West Main Street, identified as Tax Map Parcel number 14A1-(A)-45, zoned C General
Commercial.

Ms. Dunkle said that the applicant is requesting approval of a portable freestanding sign in front of her
business located at 112 West Main Street. She said that Ms. Kobetz has indicated that she wanted to go
through the review process with the ARB prior to submitting a freestanding sign layout for consideration.
She said once the portable freestanding sign is approved she will work on the development of a logo and
the design of a permanent sign. Mr. Livingston asked if the sign had some stabilization in the wind. Ms.
Dunkle said that the sign bracket can be filled with water or sand for ballast. Ms, Kobetz said she wanted
to put the sign in front of the parking lot and not on the sidewalk. There was a general discussion about
the colors of the letters which will be black and red. She said she would be back in approximately six
weeks to discuss additional signage.

There being no further comments, Mr. Livingston moved, seconded by Mrs. Cooper, to approve the
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applicant’s request as presented. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Discussion — Architectural Review
Timothy Chambers, Applicant, (Jerry A. Pierce, Owner) is requesting a Certificate of
Appropriateness in order to remove portions of the structure located at 300 North
Buckmarsh Street, identified as Tax Map Parcel number 14A1-(A)-45, zoned C-1
Commercial. '

Ms. Dunkle said that Mr. Chambers wanted to discuss the removal of several additions on the main
structure located at 300 N. Buckmarsh Strect. She said that Mr. Chambers is not the cutrent owner of the
property however the owner signed the application for the review. Chairman Barb recognized M.
Chambers who described the structure. Mr. Chambers said they are considering purchasing the property
and wanted the ARB’s input on the removal of two additions, He added that he intends to replace the
siding and windows. There was a discussion about not using vinyl siding and windows on a structute
located in a commercial zoning district. Mrs. Chambers said that the additions were constructed in the
1940°s and Mr. Chambers added that they are structurally substandard.

There was a discussion about locating a second building on the lot which Ms. Dunkle said could be an
accessory structure but not another principal structure.

Mr. Barb said that the concept of removing the later additions may be within the historic district
guidelines depending on what will be added onto the main structure. Mr. Livingston added that the ARB
would need to review and approve the ultimate design of the project not just the removal of the additions.
He reminded Board members that Mr. Chambers does not currently own the parcel. Mr. Chambers said
that he took phatographs of other structures in Berryville that he would replicate. Mr. Barb said they
would need elevation drawings specific to this structure to review. There was a genetal discussion about
the siding and windows and about the use of Hardi-plank and windows with exterior grills. It was
reiterated that vinyl was not an appropriate material to use on the structure’s renovation. There was a
discussion about the front door and what should be used in this context.

Mis. Chambers asked again about adding a second structure to the parcel. There was a general discussion
about using a portico that attaches to the existing structure to connect a new structure. Ms. Dunkle
discussed zoning requirements for further development of the parcel. Mr. Livingston added that building
code requirements exist concerning residential and commercial uses within one structure. There was a
general discussion about parking requirements. Mr. Livingston said that approval would be based on the
review of final design drawings and added that because Mr. Chambers was not the owner, they could not
give approval to remove the additions to him.

OTHER

Ms. Dunkle said that representatives from the Clarke County Farmers’ Market discussed signage with the
Town Council Community Improvements Committee prior to the ARB meeting. There was a general
discussion about banning political interests from blocking the entrance to the market. Staff said she
would follow up with the Town Manager concerning the matter.

There was a general discussion about the need for new ARB members due to Mrs. Cooper’s upcoming
relocation. Staff said she would discuss this with the Town Council Personnel Committee.

. There being no further business, Mrs. Cooper made the motion to adjourn the meeting, second by Mr.
Livingston, the motion was approved unanimously by voice Vfﬂ:p. The meeting adjourned at 1:05 p.m.
